WWII at Home
I. Various advisory boards created-inc. gov’t control
A. Nat’l War Labor Board-ltd. wage increases, allowed negotiable benefits such as paid vacations, pensions BUT anti-strike laws allowed gov’t to control operations threatened to strike
B. Office of Price Admin.-regulated nearly every aspect of civilians’ lives=fought inflation, rationed foods
C. War Production Board- manage war industries=rationed fuel and others vital to war effort
D. Office of War Mobilization (OWM)-set production priorities and controlled raw materials

1. industrial output in US was twice of Axis combined!
E. Dept. of Treasury-Financing the war
1. increase income tax-1944 automatically deducted from paychecks

2. sold war bonds
F. Office of Scientific Research and Development

1. sonar, penicillin, atom bomb
II. The People at Home
A. Women-6 million of 18 million factory workers were women
1. 200,000 served in noncombatant roles

a. WAC-Women’s Auxillary Corp

b. WASP-Women’s Airforce Service Pilots

c. General Douglas MacArthur called the WACs "my best soldiers", adding that they worked harder, complained less, and were better disciplined than men.
2. helped to advance position in society

B. 2nd Great Migration? African Americans
1. African-Am. moved north for jobs (1.5 million left the South!)
2. 1 million served in armed forces

3. Double V slogan=V for victory over fascism AND V for victory for equality at home

4. 1943 Riots in Detroit and NYC

C. Mexican Americans

1. worked in defense industries, 300,000 served in army

3. Zoot suit riots(1943)=Mexican gov’t with US gov’t allowed Mexican workers into states without formal immigration, stirred white resentment in LA
D. Native Americans

1. 25,000 served-changed landscape of reservations

2. Code Talkers-sent messages to Pacific theatre in Navajo
E. Japanese American Internment, 1942
1. Executive Order 9066

2. Anyone who looked East Asian was rounded up and forced into camps along the West Coast
3. 110,000 people! Many were born in America and even served in army!
4. 1988 Compensation, $20,000

III. War Propaganda—EVERYWHERE
A. Songs, Posters, News bulletins, controlled media, movies, radio all cheerful patriotic views

IV. Re-election…AGAIN!

A. 53% of popular vote, FDR elected for 4th term in 1944

B. Died April 12, 1945
